“Tejano music legend and multi-genre artist Johnny Hernandez and his band, La Gente is more energetic and prepared than ever to produce an extraordinary show. Because of the success of Johnny's new single "Gracias", Johnny decided to form the band: "Johnny Hernandez y La Gente”, based in Austin, Texas which incorporates the superb talents of musicians that have worked with Johnny in the past.  

Throughout Johnny’s career, he has shared the stage with many national acts such as: Herb Reed & The Platters, Barbara Lynn, Archie Bell, Roy Head, Susan Anton, Rich Little, Santana, Tower of Power, Tierra (Rudy & Steve Salas) , Malo, War, Paul Rodriguez, James Brown, Billy Gibbons of ZZ Top, Brenton Wood, Rosie & The Originals, Al Wilson, Los Tigres Del Norte, Ramon Ayala, Jose Alfredo Jimenez, Cal Tjader, Luis Gasca, Mongo Santa Maria, Willie Nelson, BJ Thomas and the list goes on…
